We are still looking for an Ice Race Director. If anyone is

interested they are to contact the CASC office or Ted Micholas.

The Kinsmen have approved our proposal to allow all brands of

DOT approved street stud tires. Our hope is this will give more

options to the drivers for tires that may be cheaper and easier to

get. We are in discussions with the Lexus Sport Cup series to

have them come back to our series. They are asking that they be

allowed to run the studded tire that they used previously. This will

be allowed as long as the track wear is at a minimum. If it is

showing that they are chewing up too much of the track during

their session, the studded tires will not be allowed. They are

some other rules and arrangements that have to be agreed upon

and this will hopefully be done at our next meeting on May 9th.
We will also be discussing a revenue/expense sharing plan for the

series. My understanding of how this will work is that CASC will

handle the fixed costs such as license, insurance, track rental and

the total revenues for the season will be split evenly between the

participating clubs.
