CASC Ice Race Organizer’s Meeting 
Wednesday, August 11, 2021 

Held via ZOOM video conferencing 

Present: Dustin Brown, Bryan Rashleigh, Brad Elkins, Zack Wenzel, Anne McCallum, Dean Volhoffer, Wayne Wanamaker 

Meeting called to order:  7:35 PM 

Zack has spoken to 5 different sponsors that are interested in being title sponsors and jacket sponsors.  They are a variety of automotive businesses. It was discussed having a banner decal made with the 5 sponsors on it.  The issue of applying in the cold was discussed with the possibility of handing out at a workshop meeting on Nov 6.

We will schedule a fall workshop meeting for Nov 6.  Location to be determined but somewhere central to all drivers would be preferred.  It was suggested that we have an ice racer there for discussion with new and potential racers. 

Larry Laycock has been reviewing the rules. Do we have to submit a copy of the rules to the new insurance company?  There was discussion regarding the helmet classifications and their validity with cars with roll cages/ roll bars and cars without.  SA, M and EC 

Zack confirmed that the Lexus Cup Sport will not be participating in our 2022 season.  

Advertising and promotion were discussed.  Brad is going to check with the Haliburton Highlands about including our series in their series of ads on different media.  It was suggested that we reach out to local and area news broadcasters about doing a feature on our series.  We also talked about doing YouTube videos on car builds and prep prior to the season to create interest. 

Brad is to speak with Tom Prentice regarding the possibility of additional buildings for properly distanced workers.  Have the timing and scoring in one trailer with the other positions in another trailer.  Dustin offered to meet with Brad and Tom Prentice to review the marshalling lights and batteries.  We need to update the charging station for the batteries and arrange easier access to the Ante room with the batteries. 

It was agreed that ALL registration would be online to avoid any exchange of money at the track. If someone does show up with cash/cheque they will be given an envelope to put it in.  The new rates are Saturday $95 and Sunday $75.  It was mentioned that there would need to be signage at the entrance of the fairgrounds that registration is to be online and it should be stressed in the rulebook.  It was discussed about issuing hard cards for passengers with a one-time waiver signed for the season. 

Covid protocols- these will be decided on closer to the event with the constant changes happening. Brad is to contact the Town of Minden to get from them what their requirements would be so we can be on the same page with the town. We will try to have a Plan A and a Plan B in case protocols change drastically closer to the start of the season. 

We also have to follow the new Concussion Protocols that are law.  Brad is to contact the medic Rob Luke. He will discuss Covid Protocols and his fee with him.
