A CASC ice race organizer’s meeting was held via ZOOM on May 12. There was a lengthy discussion about adding the stud supplier Bruno Wessel Inc. of Pickering to the list of approved stud suppliers. Larry Laycock has met with them and secured a couple of sample studs. Their studs are 1 mm longer than the Wipertec studs and have a different shape that is thought to give them better seating in the tire. Bruno Wessel Inc is possibly interested in developing a relationship with our series with a possible sponsorship connection. . They will be able to pick them up from their shop in Pickering or arrange shipping. This would eliminate a lot of the additional work and expense to get the studs from Wiper Tec.

Online speed waivers will be required in 2023, no more paper waivers. This is being done for summer racing and is working well. Registration will continue from the back windows. It appeared to work well. Passenger registration won’t be accepted until after 8:30 AM. This will allow lots of time for driver registrations only.

The payment of fees to the Kinsmen was discussed. We will contact the Kinsmen and possibly have them join one of our meetings to discuss the calculation of the share after the MSR fees. It was also discussed that we make a partial payment on Sunday and pay the balance after the weekend’s entries have been reconciled.
