The drivers’ meeting is scheduled for November 27 from 11:00 a.m. to 3:00 p.m. at the CASC office, which is in the Improv Canada building at 7250 Keele Street, Suite 413, Concord.  Use the entrance marked ‘J’ and the meeting room is on the second floor.  The rule book for the 2023 season will be presented and an opportunity to discuss changes will be given.
Registration for the pre tech weekend will be in MotorsportReg with time slots to be selected by the racers.  The pre tech weekend will be January 14 and 15, 2023.

We met with a representative of the Minden Kinsmen Club, who explained that they had experienced a 40% increase in costs to build and maintain the ice racing track, for the 5 race weekends in 2022.  This is due to increased fuel costs and labor costs.  

It was decided to increase the registration fees to $190.00 for Saturday and Sunday.  $105.00 for Saturday only and $85.00 for Sunday only.  We will also be collecting a Volunteer Levy of $5.00 per driver per weekend.  This will be used for any losses suffered by either the Kinsmen Club or a CASC club on an ice race weekend.  We are also hopeful that we will see increased entries this year, which will help to offset these increased costs.

The BARC Ice Prix has been moved to January 21 and 22.  We have switched with TAC for a couple of reasons.  TAC is organizing a rally event in January, so doing the ice race event the same month would be difficult.  Also, BARC’s weekend would have been the Family Day long weekend, which we also had this year.  So, it is beneficial to us as well to make this change.
